Time is running out! The continuous enroliment in Medicaid for pregnant
individuals allowed by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services during the
pandemic is coming to an end.

This provision expires on March 31, 2023, and terminations begin on April 1,
2023.

This makes it especially important to use the Ohio Department of
Medicaid’s electronic Pregnancy Risk Assessment Form (also known as the
e-PRAF or PRAF 2.0) to alert Medicaid when a Medicaid-insured patient is
pregnant and ensure continuous enrollment during pregnancy, delivery,
and postpartum.
